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THE INTERNATIONAL MASONRY SOCIETY INNOVATION AND DESIGN PROJECT AWARDS FOR CONSTRUCTION PROFESSIONALS 2020
The International Masonry Society invites submissions of work in which the principal focus of the work is masonry from architects, engineers, designers and other construction professionals.
The International Masonry Society Innovation and Design Project Award is for a recent (within the last three years) project that may be of a design, construction or commercial nature and which illustrates or demonstrates an exciting or innovative use of masonry.
The award will consist of a premium of £250, an International Masonry Society Certificate, and membership of the International Masonry Society for the calendar year following the year of the award.
In exceptional circumstances, more than one award may be made at the discretion of the judges who will also determine the nature of the award.
RULES

1. Submissions, which may include drawings, photographs, computer graphics and simulations of masonry work and models should not exceed ten A4 pages or the equivalent thereof.

2. Submissions must be made by a significant contributor to the work and if part of a Company project must have the approval of the organization concerned.
3. Each submission should ideally consist of a single MSWORD file of the work, accompanied by an electronic copy of the signed entry form and a JPEG photo of the contributor.  The documents should be sent together to the Secretary, Dr K Fisher (kofisher101@gmail.com).
4. Submissions for the Masonry Project Award must be received by the Secretary no later than midnight (UK time) on 1 December 2020.
5. All submissions must be in English.
6. Submissions will be considered both for constructed projects and planned projects.
7. Submissions will be assessed by an independent panel of judges appointed by the Council of the International Masonry Society.  The decisions of the panel of judges will be final and no correspondence can be entered into concerning the decisions.
8. All submissions will be considered for publication in Masonry International.

9. Winners of an award will normally be notified within three months of the submission date.

10. Results will also be announced in Masonry International.

11. The International Masonry Society reserves the right not to make awards.
